Council Functions
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The Council is the highest decision-making organization and consists of members who represent the local
government and its residents. The Council enacts, amends, and repeals ordinances of local governments,
deliberates and finalizes decisions on budget proposals, and monitors whether the funds have been applied
propetly. Furthermore, the Council shall control the administration of the executive committee through
administrative audits and inspections on administrative affairs of the local government, review petitions
submitted by residents, and handle matters under its jurisdiction according to other legislation and

ordinances.

The ordinance is a norm that an autonomous government establishes in the Council on the affairs that belong to the
authority within the scope of the law. The matters prescribed by the ordinance are generally matters concerning the
rights and obligations imposed on residents, the internal organization, and the operation of local governments. The
ordinance becomes effective when it has passed through the resolution of the Council and is proclaimed. A member
of the Council shall propose, or the district office head shall submit an ordinance draft for it to pass through the

resolution of the Council.

A budget is a scheduled plan of income and expenditures that are accompanied by municipal activities during a
certain period of time, namely in a fiscal year. It is called the budget bill for the purpose of submission for the
deliberation and resolution of the Council. The budget bill is organized by the head of the district office, submitted

to the committee 40 days in advance for deliberation, and resolved 10 days prior to the start of the fiscal year.
